Smart Hotels and Restaurants: the new touristic frontier starts from Campania
Presenting at EnergyMed a study born from a collaboration between the association “Una Stella per l’Ambiente” and the ANEA, the company organizing the convention
Napoli, March 15th, 2015 – Sustainable Tourism and environmental protection: essential binomial that inspires Campania, even as the Expo 2015 is approaching. This is the direction in which are heading the interventions of experts in hotel and restaurant management, who are increasingly using solutions to help energy savings and environmental protection. Energy consumption, waste management, green mobility value: these are some of the secrets that help savings. With but three simple solutions, a hotel can reduce energetic costs of more than 50%, and save more than 30% on waste disposal costs. 

These data, and more, have been collected in the new study published by Anea (Naples Agency for Energy and Envirronment), that will be presented during EnergyMed 2015, the congress/exhibition on renewable sources and energy efficiency in the Mediterranean, that will be held in Napoli (April 9-11). During the symposium “La sfida ecosostenibile degli alberghi” (“Green sustainable challenge for hotels”), held by the association Una stella per l’Ambiente – Zero-wastes Hotels and Restaurants, many interesting data will be presented. For instance, a 4-star average hotel (56 rooms) pays about €70,200 per annum in energy; yet, when lighting is upgraded from standard to led bulbs, associated with motion switches and smart plugs to switch off standing-by devices, the same hotel may save more than 40% on its energy bill.
Waste disposal can be improved even more. For instance, the Tari in Sorrento applies a discount of 30% on usual waste disposal bills for those hotels and restaurants that can show evidence of waste pre-treatment (selective or qualitative). 
The improvement of waste disposal can be easily implemented with small adjustment: e.g. jam dispenser for breakfast, or water and soap dispensers, reducing the disposable containers to a minimum. According to the study, it takes very little time to recover expenses: a maximum of 2 years is needed. 
All this will allow these structures to optimize their touristic reception capabilities, and encourage the green tourism; in fact, the project/study by ANEA includes agreements with town and regional councils to promote services of Electric Car Sharing or low-emission public transports. Furthermore, hotels could offer to guests bikes and pedal-assistance e-bikes to allow them indipendent movement.
