EnergyMed 2015: the exhibition-congress candidates Napoli as Mediterranean platform for the Green Economy
The Mostra d’Oltremare will host the VIII edition of the Anea convention, on April 9-11. 
ICE and Associazione Napoli Smart City are the event’s promotional strength
Napoli, april 2nd, 2015 – The exhibition-congress on Renewable Energy Sources and Energy Saving in the Mediterranean, organized by ANEA, Agenzia Napoletana Energia e Ambiente, is back. The meeting with the green innovation, (April 9-11) at the Mostra d’Oltremare in Napoli, is increasingly becoming an important benchmark in the field of green energy for both Southern Italy and the Mediterranean Area.
In the international landscape, the eighth edition of EnergyMed is becoming an important actor thanks to ICE, the Italian trade promotion agency, that included EnergyMed in its “Export Sud” plan, conceived for the Convergency Regions (Campania, Calabria, Puglia, and Sicilia). The ICE is inviting to Napoli several buyers for B2B meetings among foreign delegations, coming from Eastern Europe, Saudi Arabia, North Africa, Asia, Northern Europe, and the the Italian business firms at the congress. 
EnergyMed is becoming a main actor even in Southern Italy, thanks to the project Napoli Smart City. The newly estabilished association, co-founded by the Comune di Napoli and ANEA, aims to set Napoli as the leading city in the programme involving the seven metropolitan city in Southern Italy (among the 14 identified in Italy), that will make them a meeting and discussion place with the foremost experts and the most advanced realities in urban life and communications. 

 “Since the estabilishment of metropolitan cities, on January 1st, we intend to make Napoli the meeting and experimentaion point to design these new urban realities – states Tommaso Sodan, deputy mayor of Napoli. EnergMed can be the starting point of a network with the southern cities that would help to create models and tools able to develop smart cities in the Mediterranean area”.

EnergyMed, at its 8th edition, is an exhibition subdivided into three exibit areas (“EnerEfficiency”, “Recycle”, and “Mobility”) showing new solutions developed by the participating companies and business. 
In the 10.000 m2 of the exhibition area there will be ample space for a congress session with over 40 meetings, conventions and debates. The opening session will be on Thursday, April 9th, 09:30, with the meeting on “Opportunities of the new European funding programme 2014-2020”, proposed by Renael (Rete Nazionale delle Agenzie Energetiche Locali, the National Network of Local Energy Agencies), centered on the identification of projects for Southern Italy smart cities, that have been reserved more than 750.000.000€ with the Metro national OP, European national OP dedicated to digital firms, that add to those dedicated to environment and mobility, and the regional OPs.
EnergyMed is promoted by the Comune di Napoli, Città Metropolitana di Napoli, Regione Campania  attraverso Sviluppo Campania e Campania InHub, and made possibile by partnerships with: ABC, Enel, Napoletanagas, and Mostra d’Oltremare, with the patronage of the Ministries for the Environment and for the Economic Development, and Expo 2015.
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
