EnergyMed: the 8th  edition is over, working progress for the next edition

Michele Macaluso, manager of the Neapolitan Agency for Energy and Environment, organising the congress, assesses a positive result and looks forward to the 2016 edition
 
Napoli, April 11th, 2015 –  The 8th edition of EnergyMed – congress/exhibition on the renewable sources and energy efficiency in the Mediterranean – is over, and has achieved excellent results, confirmed by the private visit of the Mayor of Napoli de Magistris, thousands of visitors, and many foreign buyers in the last day of the meeting.  The manager of ANEA (the organizing agency), Michele Macaluso, assesses the results of this event and talks about the future of the exhibition. 
Results – “Call it positive would be an underestimate; the quality of guests is on the rise. This exhibition is a benchmark for field operators both in Southern Italy and in the whole Mediterranean area – states Macaluso -. Crossing national borders to create business through internationalization and the ICE initiative has greatly helped. The two international conferences, Medener and Med-Desire, clearly point out the opening of EnergyMed towards the Mediterranean area, but also the growing request from foreign buyers – so that they’ve been translated in three languages”.

Future developments – “Among the three fields in the exhibition: Recycle, Susteinable Mobility, and Energy Efficiency, the latter will be implemented even more in the next editions. Public sector (with hospitals and local agencies) and private sector (hotels, condos) will have their own round tables and workgroups to improve both tools and discussions in EnergyMed 2016. But the other two fields will also see new spotlights towards a green economy, that is the spirit of our exhibition”.

Targets – “Networking proficiencies and roles of local Agencies, research units, and business, together with professional bodies and trade associations, to gather the conspicuous European funds available since 2015. Yet the main focus of the next edition will still be keeping both Napoli and EnergyMed as focal debate points in the Mediterranean area” – ends Macaluso.

The 8th edition of EnergyMed closes with one more positive achievement: an attendance of more than 20,000 visitors, business operators, agencies, buyers, school pupils and private citizens have crowded the three-days exhibition.
EnergyMed is promoted by the Comune di Napoli, Città Metropolitana di Napoli, Regione Campania  through Sviluppo Campania e Campania InHub, and made possibile by partnerships with: ABC, Enel, Napoletanagas, and Mostra d’Oltremare, with the patronage of the Ministries for the Environment and for the Economic Development, and Expo 2015.
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
